He was Grand Commander of Knights
Templar (1847-48). His name appears at the head of the list of appli-
cants in 1848 for what was to be a transitory Lodge of Per-
fection at New Haven.

The Lodge of Perfection 4% - 14°, inclusive, are com-
monly called the Ineffable Degrees. In these eleven lessons,
the candidates will observe many references, scenes, and
characters which recall and amplify the three Symbolic
Degrees.
